and a willingness to fulfill civic duties.

The article is devoted to the
analysis of the prerequisites and principles for
the creation of a professional army of Ukraine
(hereinafter referred to as the PAU). We argue
about the current problems related to military
processes in  Ukraine as ineffective
mobilization, incomplete military training of
recruits, insufficient level of financial
motivation, unclear rotation on the front line,
volunteer defenders have been fighting for
three years already, the Ukrainian army needs
reforms and renewal. This is exacerbated by
the lack of modern and long-range weapons,
improper performance of state functions and a
decrease
government bodies. The creation of the PAU
is based on the following basic principles:
voluntary recruitment of militaries under
contract (rather than forced mobilization, not
catching Ukrainians on the streets); proper
qualification training (in Ukraine and abroad);

Now it is time for highly motivated
professionals.

Inefficient mobilization to the Armed Forces
of Ukraine in the third year of full-scale war.
The government has to stop the methods of
coercion and catching Ukrainians on the
streets through Territorial Centers of
Recruitment and Social Support. An unfit and
unmotivated soldier is a weak and dangerous
link in battle. The PAU shall unite militaries
who want, can, and know how to fight.

Volunteer defenders have been fighting for
three years, exhausted, often with physical
and  psychological injuries.

Despite statements by top public officials of
Ukraine, the declared million people of
defense of Ukraine [2] has not been observed.
According to some experts’ estimates, there
are 100,000 soldiers on the front line, 100,000
on the second line, 100,000 reinforcements,
another 100,000 in training; this is
approximately 350,000-400,000 professionals
who are needed [3, 4, 5].

According to our estimates, one professional
military (volunteer, trained, physically and
psychologically healthy, motivated, with the
latest equipment and weapons) is worth at
least two mobilized ones (insufficiently
motivated, undisciplined, with physical or
psychological disabilities).

It is assumed that the number of the PAU
should be 440 thousand militaries (half the
current number of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine [2]), with the following structure:

175 thousand militaries — Combat Forces on
the front line.

205 thousand militaries — Support Forces
(frontline reserve, mobile groups).

60 thousand militaries — Rear Forces
(vacations, training, treatment, headquarters).
Let us emphasize that the PAU should not
protect  borders,
facilities, countries, bridges, or airfields. The
PAU militaries are to fight.

Basic principles of the PAU. Having analyzed
the functioning of professional armies of
NATO member states and the realities of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine, in our opinion, the
PAU should be based on the following
principles:

Active and fit militaries of the Armed Forces
of Ukraine, officials of other law enforcement
agencies and government bodies, pro-active
financially motivated Ukrainian citizens as

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well as from other countries ("International
Legion") should become militaries of the PAU.
The recruitment of the PAU militaries shall be
carried out directly by operating military units
(brigades) for vacant positions (the militaries
of Territorial Centers of Recruitment and
Social Support can join the PAU or do be
dismissed).

Competitive selection of the PAU militaries
with unconditional adherence to specific
criteria: ~ physical psychological
resilience, and 1Q.

Professional training and coordination should
last 2-3 months in Ukraine and allied NATO
countries.

Providing the PAU militaries with the modern
weapons, equipment, and technologies
according to the NATO standards.

The monthly combat bonus of a PAU military
(soldier) should be minimum 200 thousand
UAH, or 10 average salaries in Ukraine plus
bonus related to years of military service from
February 24, 2022 (minimum 1 average salary
in Ukraine for each full year) plus existing
basic military salary.

army needs reforms and renewal. This is
exacerbated by the lack of modern and long-

Ukrainians in government bodies, it is urgent
to develop, approve, and implement the
Program on Implementation of the
Professional Army of Ukraine based on the
conceptual principles outlined in this article.

Summary. The places of some countries of the world in the Competitive Industrial
Performance Index (CIP) were identified. The indicators of this Index are included in
the Goals of sustainable development. Letdown of Ukraine's position in this rating
was noted. According to the analyzed indicators, it is far behind not only the world
leaders in industrial development, but also the past socialist countries of Central and
Eastern Europe, as well as the Baltic countries. The deepening of the technological
backwardness of the Ukrainian economy caused by the full-scale war of the Russian
Federation against Ukraine was determined. Directions for strengthening the
technological potential of Ukraine's industry have been proposed, which will allow
accelerate economic recovery on the basis of structural restructuring of the economy
with priority development of medium and high-tech industries.

In the conditions of wartime realities,
against the backdrop of a demographic
crisis, the Ukrainian pension system
does not fulfill its main purpose. The
size of the pensions of the majority of
Ukrainian pensioners does not allow
them to cover their minimum living
needs.

The main reasons for the improper
functioning of the solidarity pension
system in Ukraine are:

— disproportion in the structure of the
population of Ukraine: trends towards
an increase in the number of people of
pre-retirement and retirement age and
a decrease in the share of children
under 18;

— unsatisfactory economic situation of
the warring country: the state debt is
90% of GDP; low wages and an increase
in the share of payments to employees
“in envelopes”.

The main problems of the functioning
of the first (solidarity) tier of the
pension system of Ukraine:

— social: high percentage of people of
pre-retirement and retirement age,
high average retirement age and the
presence of a large number of people
entitled to benefits;

— economic: unemployment, rising
prices for consumer goods, dependence

——
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of pension payments on the average
wage level;

— financial: increased expenditures
from the state budget due to the
demographic crisis, which provoked a
deficit in the pension fund.

We see the solution to the current
situation in the field of solidarity
pension provision in the activation of
non-state pension The
development of non-state pension
provision requires a high level of
financial literacy of the population.
Citizens must realize the need to
accumulate  their financial
resources to ensure their retirement.

Sukhomlynska) consider competency
as the ability to carry out professional
activities based on a combination of
professional knowledge, skills and
professional abilities.

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Shcherbak, and others in their works
consider the problems of competencies
in education in accordance with their
practical essence, further development
of the the

In turn, the International Convention
and Code on Standards of Training,

Certification and Watchkeeping for
Seafarers, 1978 (as amended) (STCW),
in accordance with the terms used in
maritime education and parts of this
Code, gives its definition of this term,
namely: standard of competence which
means the level of professional training
that must be achieved for the proper
performance of functions on board a

ship, in accordance with the
internationally agreed criteria set out
herein, and includes prescribed

standards or levels of knowledge,
understanding and demonstrated skills
[2]. The interpretation of this term in
the field of maritime transport,
according to the STCW Code, has its
own meaning, namely: the scope of
competence of a rating who is part of
the crew of a seagoing vessel; the ability
to perform at an auxiliary level
professional
activities, as specified in column 3
"Methods of demonstration of
competence" of tables: A-11/4; A-III/5;
A-lII/7 of the STCW Code on the
minimum standard of competence for
ratings" [2].

“qualification”, which is closely related

to competencies. According to the
interpretation of the “National
Educational Glossary: Higher
Education”, a  qualification s
characterized as “the ability of a person
to perform the tasks and duties of a
certain type of activity, determined by

the level and specialization of
education (formal, non-formal,
informal)”.

Therefore, in the documents of the
European Higher Education Area, a
qualification is also understood as any
degree, title,
certificate issued by a competent
authority certifying the completion of a
relevant higher education program”
[3]. According to the definition of

diploma or other

international documents on maritime
education (the Convention and the
STCW Code), a qualification is
recognized as “a duly confirmed level
(of knowledge, skills and abilities) of a
person’s readiness to perform specific
functions and tasks within a certain
type of work activity”.

Thus, in our study, the qualification of
the command staff of seagoing vessels
will be understood as their presence in
the form of a diploma of professional
training, sufficient work experience
and a document on completion of
training courses, which
characterizes the level of their
professional preparedness to perform
work in their specialty in dangerous

advanced

and  emergency  situations  in

accordance with the requirements of
the STCW Code.

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Abstract. Technological achievements and global access to information are
challenging education enhancing it to find new methods of teaching. Higher
educational establishments nowadays are not the only source of information.
Technology has made it possible to get any kind of information either through text,
sound or images. In teaching, the focus nowadays is shifted from the lecturer to
students” activity. Higher education seekers are no longer passive recipients of
information. So, the main task lecturers are facing now is to find ways of offering
relevant learning opportunities to higher education seekers. Modern Artificial
Intelligence (AI) tools and applications are of great help while teaching English for
Specific Purposes (Maritime English), especially under conditions of continuously
cutting the number of classes of Maritime English in Ukrainian Maritime higher
educational establishments. The lecturers face a contradictory situation —on one hand,
the requirement of teaching the cadets fluent Maritime English to get promoted in the
marine industry is very high, on the other, the maritime educational institutions
experience a lack of Maritime English lessons in the academic curriculum.

Keywords: Maritime English, Artificial Intelligence, Maritime educational
establishments, higher education seekers.

Maritime English being a part of English for Specific Purposes embraces a wide scope
of language material referring to different maritime branches such as navigation,
marine engineering, logistics, management, and maritime legislation. As the present
study concerns training material for navigation cadets, it is evident that its selection
must comply with the IMO 3.17 Model Course and competence requirements of
SMCP. The purpose of the study is to consider the most popular Al-powered tools
and applications that can significantly enhance the process of teaching and learning
Maritime English.

Main research material.

Numerous Al tools can ease the process of getting ready for the Maritime English
lessons. Below is the list of the most popular ones that can be integrated into the
course.

Chat GPT. Since it was first introduced in November 2022, Chat GPT has been widely
used for teaching grammar and vocabulary. For example, the task is to explain the
difference between the Present Simple and the Present Continuous in terms of
Maritime English. Chat GPT gives the following answer: “In Maritime English,
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understanding the difference between the Present Simple and the Present Continuous
is crucial, as they are used to convey different situations and contexts on board vessels
and during operations”. Then goes the explanation of using the tenses to describe
different activities; grammar tables; and examples of the sentences some of them given
below:

Present Simple:

The engine room operates at full capacity during the day.

The vessel leaves the port at 0600 hours daily.

Sailors inspect the lifeboats every week.

Water boils at 100°C, even at sea level.

Present Continuous:

The crew is loading cargo right now.

The captain is monitoring the radar for potential collisions.

We are sailing through the Strait of Malacca at the moment.

The engineer is repairing the broken pump temporarily.

Chat GPT can also be used for dramatizing maritime scenarios, for example, for
generating realistic maritime routines such as radio communication (navigational
warnings, distress calls), practicing Standard Marine Communication Phrases (SMCP)
or role-playing between crew members and port officials.

Kling. A text-to-video and image-to-video tool is helpful in creating illustrative
materials while teaching different units of educational and professional programs at
the lessons of Maritime English. For example, the topic is “Mooring”. The task is to
generate a video showing a bulk carrier ship moored to show breast lines, springs and
headlines. Using the given description of what exactly is needed, the tool offers
different pictures to create a video with. Some slides of the video are given below:
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Chatbot Nova Al. A mobile application using Chat GPT is mainly used when there is
anecessity to generate relevant text. One of the most useful opportunities that this tool
gives is the possibility for higher education seekers to check their written works
(articles, abstracts, etc.) for plagiarism [1].

Onship. Collaboration platform tool has numerous abilities, among which are
training, connecting and entertaining. It not only gives cadets the opportunity to
connect with maritime industry professionals and mentors, discuss different topics,
and get daily maritime news updates, but also to attend maritime conferences [2].
MarEng Plus. A platform designed for learning Maritime English offers not only
modules for practicing vocabulary and grammar but also such situational exercises as
communication via VHF channels [3].

SeaTalk. An online platform for Maritime English resources provides materials within
a framework of STCW competencies, ECVET system and CEFR levels. The advantage
of this program is that it offers Maritime English training modules for different ranks
and functions on board, such as Deck Ratings, Engineering Ratings, Deck Officers,
Engineering Officers, Electro-Technical Officers, Senior Deck Officers, and Senior
Engineering Officers. Below is the example (a screenshot of the video) of using the
platform (the task was to write a Captain’s report) [4]:

Description: PowerPoint slides containing guidelines on how to write a formal
captain’s report.

The slides
may be used either by the teacher for instruction in report writing or by the learner. The slides
may be used in conjunction with examples of reports.

Conclusions and recommendations. Integrating Al tools and applications into the
process of teaching and learning Maritime English can make it easier and more
exciting for higher education seekers. At the same time, technology can neither replace
the comprehensive course nor eliminate the importance of a lecturer whose role has
been and remained as the main organizer and coordinator of the educational and
scientific activity of the students.

Annotation. Corruption, as a global threat, undermines the foundations of statehood,
business, and individual rights, leading to the degradation of democratic institutions
and social policies while fostering unpredictable destabilization in society. This article
presents a comprehensive analysis of educational modules developed by the UNODC
as tools for systematic anti-corruption efforts. An original classification of anti-
corruption modules based on functional levels is proposed. Particular attention is paid
to the essence of these modules as instruments for shaping intellectual culture and
moral principles capable of redefining societal perceptions of integrity. A structured
program for introductory-level anti-corruption education, tailored to the curricula of
higher education institutions, is presented. The article emphasizes the importance of
complementing educational modules with interactive and analytical methods. A
methodological framework has been developed to facilitate the adaptation of anti-
corruption modules to the conditions of the national education system.

Purpose of the Research The purpose of the research is to formulate a methodological
concept for integrating anti-corruption educational practices into the Ukrainian
education system to shape value orientations and awareness among youth regarding
integrity and the fight against corruption.
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Main Text Corruption has become a global phenomenon, penetrating all spheres of
public life and transforming natural organizational structures into systems of self-
destruction. Modern strategic tools are based on transitioning from reactive models of
combating corruption to proactive implementation of anti-corruption practices in the
educational space. This study focuses on the series of modules developed by the
UNODC concerning anti-corruption [1].The main objective of the proposed modules
is to provide knowledge about the essence of corruption, affirm ethics and morality as
the main pillars of a just society.

The study of these modules demonstrates their local independence while also
emphasizing the necessary continuity and sequence of study, along with their broad
interdisciplinary connections. It is thus advisable to divide them into stages and levels.
The following classification of anti-corruption modules by functionality into three
levels is proposed:

- introductory level:

the concept and causes of corruption,

effective governance as a counter to corruption,

comparative politics.

- analytical level:

susceptibility of the public and private sectors to corruption,

the gender factor in the context of corruption,

types of corruption in the education sector,

the impact of corruption on peace and security.

- legal level:

procedures for identifying and investigating corruption,

human rights and corruption,

forms of citizen participation in combating corruption,

international anti-corruption legislation,

national strategies for combating corruption,

national legislation and anti-corruption bodies.

This approach allows for systematizing thematic directions in the education and
research of corruption, highlighting its key concepts, causes, and countermeasures
(introductory level), assessing its impact on various spheres of public life and the
economy (analytical level), as well as outlining the legal aspects of combating
corruption at both the national and international levels.

The table below, as an example, presents key introductory-level modules adapted to
the educational programs of higher education institutions along with their essential
characteristics (Table 1).

2.Modeling: Constructing models of corruption processes within various political
systems, providing an opportunity to assess how changes in political structures or
laws can affect corruption levels in a country, analyze, and forecast the development
of corrupt practices under different political systems.

3.Interactive Tests: Knowledge checks on corruption, management strategies, and
political systems at the end of each module not only help assess acquired knowledge
but also encourage the active application of theoretical approaches in practice.

These modules are designed for teachers, educators, and other lecturers addressing
anti-corruption issues in their teaching. The proposed methodology serves as a
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catalyst for integrating new knowledge into educational programs, thereby fostering
the idea of an honest society, a desire to live in such a society, and preparing a new
generation capable of actively combating corruption challenges and initiating social
change through education.

Conclusions

Corruption threatens the stability of the state, business, and citizens' rights,
undermining democratic institutions and creating social instability, necessitating a
systemic approach to its prevention, with education as a key tool.

The modules developed by UNODC are vital tools for shaping intellectual culture and
moral principles, helping to change societal perceptions of integrity.

Human error is a major factor in ship

collisions, often caused by
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misunderstandings,

misinterpretations, or a lack of
knowledge about the International
Regulations for Preventing Collisions
at Sea (COLREGs). These regulations
are crucial for safe navigation, but their
complexity can lead to confusion. For
example, officers may misinterpret
right-of-way rules or fail to identify
navigation lights and signals properly.
This can result in improper maneuvers,

increasing the risk of collisions.
Continuous training and a clear
understanding of COLREGs are

essential to preventing such accidents.
Many studies suggest that human
factors, particularly a lack of
understanding of COLREGs, are the
primary cause of maritime accidents.

Even experienced mariners may
struggle with the rules, which
highlights the need for ongoing
training to ensure a  solid
understanding of these critical

regulations. Research by Reyes Poo
Argtielles, Jesus A. Garcia Maza, and
Felipe Mateos Martin indicates that
human error is responsible for 75-96%
of marine accidents, often due to
misinterpretation of the COLREGs.
This points to the necessity of
incorporating human factors into ship
risk models to

error, especially violations of the

autonomous navigators.
experts, also introduces a model that
can aid decision support and control
systems on both conventional and
autonomous ships.

Jong-Kwan Kim and Park Deukjin's
study highlights the differences in
interpreting ~ COLREGs  between
navigators and automated collision-
avoidance systems, especially in head-
on and crossing Their
findings emphasize the need for
clearer, more consistent interpretations
of COLREGs to enhance maritime
safety. Dalibor
Ivanisevic, Ana Gundi¢, and Mohovic
Djani report that non-compliance with
specific rules, such as Rules 5, 6, 7, and
14, is a significant cause of maritime
collisions. These difficulties may stem
from inadequate understanding or
poor articulation of the rules, especially

situations.

In addition to the clarity of the rules,
researchers agree that the translation of
COLREGs from English to native
languages is  vital to avoid
misinterpretations. Both students and
instructors emphasize the importance
of self-directed e-learning, although

The study by Djani Mohovic, Robert
Mohovic, and Mate Baric from the EU
project "Avoiding Collisions at Sea"
highlights the gaps in COLREGs
knowledge among both students and
experienced officers. Analyzing marine
accidents, they found that frequent
collisions result from human error and
misinterpretation of the rules. The
researchers propose incorporating
realistic learning methods, such as
scenarios, radar screen views, and
electronic chart displays, to improve
professionals'
preparation for real-world situations.

In line with these findings, the article

suggests that the primary challenges in

understanding  and

teaching COLREGs to  future
navigators—such as
misunderstandings and
misinterpretations—require more

effective pedagogical methods. Over a
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four-year period, the author developed

and tested three methodological
recommendations to address these
issues,  specifically for teaching

COLREGs in English language classes
at maritime universities.

The focus of these recommendations is
on the lexical material within the
COLREGs. Each rule is analyzed in
detail to identify key lexical units, with
thorough discussions during class.
Cadets engage with these units through
various activities, such as watching
instructional videos, participating in
role-playing conducting
situational analyses, and using visual
aids like cards illustrating lights and
signals. Tests are also conducted to

exercises,

assess cadets' understanding of the
material.

The author agrees with the consensus

that combining simulators with

An assessment of the level of interest in medical education in Ukraine over the past
tive years, in particular, during the period of martial law, was carried out. It is shown
that during the martial law search activity increased significantly in the first period of
its beginning, but then decreased somewhat, but remains at a high level in contrast to
the pre-war period, when it was almost zero. The regional distribution is statistically
significant throughout the territory of Ukraine, but asymmetric with respect to the
regions of the western part.
